Well, as long as Wengo is providing it (they changed their service portfolio completely and you probably should better
not rely on it), simply go to the kvats login menu and configure a new profile.

As a parameter for Wengo for realm / host and proxy you should use voip.wengo.fr and port 5060 (default).
